Judge dismisses $5 million suit against SWAT team

A federal judge on Wednesday threw out a $5 million federal lawsuit alleging Howard County police subjected a Co-
lumbia family to assault, battery and racial discrimination during a 2008 SWAT team raid in which officers killed one of

the familyds dogs.

U.S. District Judge Marvin Garbis dismissed the suit with pr&judieaning it cannot be refileéd after county
attorneys argued that the members of the SWAT team had probable cause to search the home and that the officer ac-
